2. Management Committee Meeting of the COST Action 289 

3-4 July 2003 

Technical University of Hamburg-Harburg (TUHH), Hamburg, Germany 

1. Opening

The Chairman, Prof. M. Safak, and the host, Prof. H. Rohling, welcomed the participants.

2. Adoption of the agenda and the approval of the minutes of 1. MCM. 

The agenda given in Annex I was adopted and the minutes of the 1. MCM was approved.

3. Status of the Action

The Chairman informed the participants that the Action went into force in 23 April 2003 upon the signature of the MoU by five nations. The following nations already signed the MoU: Germany, Slovakia, Turkey, Hungary, Bulgaria, Switzerland. The nations who expressed intention to sign the MoU are as follows: Belgium, Sweden, Norway, Greece, Spain, Italy, Croatia, France and Czech Republic.   

4. Report of COST-related activities

The participants were informed by the Chairman about the financial problems associated with the transition period, June 2003-June 2004, during which the coordination of the COST Actions will be assumed by the ESF. The allocated budgetfor COST 289 for the June 2003-June 2004 period is 51554 Euros, but this budget can not presently be used. Presently, a limited sum of money is allocated to all the COST Actions just for the reimbursement of the travel expenses. 

The Chairman informed the participants about the TC-TIST Meeting, held in Dubrovnik, Croatia during 3-6 June 2003. The expactation of the TC-TIST is a coordinated research programme focused on spectrum and power efficient broadband communications resulting from close cooperation between the participants rather than a collection of individual research outputs.

· Performance analysis of spatial multiplexing and maximal ratio combining systems in the presence of polarization diversity (Sidar Bozay and Mehmet Şafak, Hacettepe University)
